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Class stalls

maximise the money raised for school. If the class parents do not feel able to do this then 

unfortunately that stall will not be able to run.

• Year 2 – teddy tombola (in conjunction with year 5, teddies provided by PTA, most already 

washed and ready but some bags will need sorting through before the fair) 

• Year 3 – cake and candyfloss (PTA will try to provide some cakes and can teach a couple of 

volunteers how to use the candyfloss machine) 

• Year 4 – toy tombola 

• Year 5 – teddy tombola (in conjunction with year 2) 

• Year 6 – archery (using school equipment)
